Qualifications for the GVHS Points program:

o Must be a registered Gypsy Vanner.

o The owner, youth (participant) and amateur (participant) must be a GVHS member.

e The Horse will enter the program the month the registration AND owner’s membership is
in place for the show year. Points will not be retroactive.

e When a youth or amateur is showing, they will enter the program in the month their
membership is paid and the amateur declaration is received. Points will not be
retroactive.

o If a horse with GVHS points from the current show season is sold to a GVHS member
the points will remain with the horse (and new owner).
